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ABSTRACT

2. Land Information Management for Sustainable Development of Cities — Best Practice
Guidelines.

The second part of the paper contain examples on ongoing developments and proposals on
possible future activities, and a strong emphasizing of the importance of topics like data
modelling, geo-visualization, e-government, e-commerce, capacity building and Spatid
Knowledge Management.

At the end it is highlighted that the Commission should to maintain its role as a strategic ad-
viser on developing trends within Spatial Information Management.
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
