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Cadastral Surveyors today

� Are working for NLS or cities. Private sector do not 

involve

� Cadastral surveyors of cities work only in binding plot 

division areas

� Role is comparable to the local court judge – in 

cadastral issues

� Proceedings: parceling, border reconstruction, 

partitioning, expropriation, land consolidation etc.



Proceedings

� Preparing
� Archives

� Field work
� Marking borders, easements, surveying

� Finnish cadastre is “field cadastre” – there is always link from database 
to the field

� Field rules! 

� Meeting

� Producing documents
� Minute of meeting, map etc. 

� Registering

Future

� Technical development - No fieldwork - crowd  sourcing, 

even OpenCadastreMap?

� Especially in the proceedings based to agreement

� “Easy” parceling, easements etc.

� Cadastre will be based only coordinates

� Still far away….

� People achieve data by themselves, then download it to 

the database

� Professionals are off the field



The Role in Future

� The role of cadastral surveyor will be more 

supervising, maintaining the base registers

� When valuation is needed -> cadastral surveyor

� The role of referee stays

� Local courts are overloaded with real problems

� Cadastral surveying  is not privilege of professionals 

any more
