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• In order to liberate farmers’ production enthusiasm, the central government propose the

“Household Contract Responsibility System” in 1978. This policy return the farmland use right

to the farmers.

• With the rapid development of industrialization and urbanization in China, a large number of

rural labors left the countryside, and poured into the city. A large number of vacant farmlands

appear.

• The transfer of farmland has become an important way for farmers to expand their

operational scale.

• the LADM based tripartite entitlement system is developed accordingly

• To bridge the urban and rural land registration model

• To incorporate more complete restrictions of farmland
